Anyone who is closely exposed to a measles case must stay at home. Health New
Zealand will provide individuals with advice on a case-by-case basis (including when
they can leave quarantine at home).
Health New Zealand is actively working with the schools that currently have measles
cases.
People are considered immune to measles after having 2 doses of a measles vaccine
from 12 months or older, or if you have had measles before. For more information on
measles immunity visit the Health NZ website.
